REGULATIONS ON APPLICATION OF KLAIPĖDA STATE SEAPORT DUES 
I. General Provisions 

1. Regulations on application of Klaipėda State Seaport dues (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations) define the procedure for calculation, payment and application of the port dues.
2. The Regulations have been developed in accordance with the Law on Klaipėda State Seaport of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 1996, No. 53-1245) and the Types of Klaipėda State Seaport dues, the maximum rates and the principles of application thereof approved by Order No. 245 of the Government of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 2008, No. 36-1284).
3. The Types of Klaipėda State Seaport dues (hereinafter referred to as the Port Dues) shall be as follows:

3.1. vessel dues

3.2. navigation dues;

3.3. berth dues;

3.4. tonnage dues;

3.5. sanitary dues;

3.6. passenger dues;

3.7. port waters dues. 

4. Definitions of the terms used in these Regulations:
Navy vessel is a vessel that belongs to the armed forces of the state and that is marked with external marks of the said state, and which is under command of an officer duly appointed to the position by the Government of the said state, whose name shall be included into the respective list of officers or in a similar document, and which is maintained by a crew in conformity with the discipline of regular armed forces.

Ro-pax passenger vessel is a passenger vessel designed in such a way that railway and/or motor vehicles can drive on and drive off it.
Container carrier is a vessel where containers are loaded and unloaded by means of a crane. 

Ro-Ro cargo vessel is a vessel designed in such a way that railway and/or motor vehicles with the maximum capacity of 12 passengers can roll on and roll off it.
Cargo handling operation means cargo unloading, loading, fastening and document clearance operations.

Cruise ship is a passenger ship designed for international pleasure voyages of at least 72 hour duration and not performing any cargo handling operations except passenger carriage.  A cruise ship route shall include at least to ports in addition to the first port of departure and call to Klaipėda State Seaport.
Shipping line is a line by which a vessel is sailing between Klaipėda and other announced ports according to a regular schedule, and which has been registered according to the procedures set forth by the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (hereinafter referred to as the Minister of Transport and Communications).

Ship’s agent – a company providing agency services certified in the procedure set forth by the Minister of Transport and Communications, which has entered into agreement on the procedure of payment of port dues with the Klaipėda State Seaport Authority.

Car carrier (pursuant to class certificate) is a distinctive ship with several sheated decks designated to carry modes of transport classified as goods. 

Maximum allowed draught in the Port is the maximum allowed vessel draught determined by the port master at zero water level. 

Tanker is a cargo vessel designed to carry liquid and bulk cargoes.  

Tramp vessel is a non-liner cargo vessel, non-liner passenger vessel, or a non-liner cargo-passenger vessel.

Regular uniform cargo flow is a flow of uniform cargoes regularly carried (no less than 1 year) via the port of Klaipėda to/from specified ports serviced by the same carrier (operator), which has registered such cargo flow with the Klaipėda State Seaport Authority by specifying the cargo flow designation, and the port/s whereto or wherefrom such cargoes are destined. 
Tugboat is a vessel which designation in the registration documents is referred to as “Tugboat” (irrespective of the ship register where it is registered) and which tows (pushes) other vessels. 

Port dues mean mandatory dues payable to the Klaipėda State Seaport Authority by ship owners (ship managers) for using the port facilities.

The Port Authority means the Klaipėda State Seaport Authority.
Other terms used in these regulations shall be understood as defined in the Republic of Lithuania Law of the Klaipėda State Seaport, Law on Merchant Shipping of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 1996, No. 101-2300), Law on Safe Navigation of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 2000, No. 75-2264; 2005, No. 31-974), Law on Essentials of Transport Operations of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 1991, No. 30-804; 2002, No. 29-1034), Law on Fishery of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 2000, No. 56-1648; 2004, No. 73-2527), Code of Transport of Inland Waters of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 1996, No. 105-2393), and other laws and regulations.

II. THE PROCEDURE FOR CALCULATION AND PAYMENT OF THE PORT DUES

5. Rates of port dues as applicable to a particular vessel shall be calculated by the Port Authority in accordance with these Regulations.
6. Master (manager) of a vessel arriving at the Port shall himself directly or via the vessel’s agent or via an authorised person produce to the Port Authority the ship’s declaration or intermediate ship’s declaration to be completed in accordance with Klaipėda State Seaport Shipping Rules approved by Order No. 286 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania of 16 July 1998 (Official Gazette, 1998, No. 69-2025) or a copy of the ticket of inland waters vessel (inland waters vehicle).   The ship’s declaration or intermediate ship’s declaration shall contain the following details on the vessel required to calculate the port due rates:
6.1. Vessel’s maximum length in metres (L);
6.2. Vessel’s maximum draught in metres (till summer water line - T);
6.3. Vessel’s gross tonnage in units (GT);
6.4. Vessel’s deadweight (DWT).
7. The details given in ship’s declaration or intermediate ship’s declaration shall be in conformity with the details contained in the documents referred to in the Procedure for completion and storage of the documents to be produced to the inspection authorities upon a ship’s arrival to or departure from a seaport of the Republic of Lithuania approved by the 13 February 2001 Order No. 47 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 2001, No. 17-529).
8. Responsibility for the accuracy of the submitted details shall be assumed by the person who produced such data.
9. The port dues shall be paid by the ship owner, manager, agent or other authorised person.  Payment of the port dues shall be made to the account of the Port Authority on the ground of the value added tax invoice issued by the Port Authority.  The vessels sailing within the Klaipėda Seaport waters, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania shall be issued the value added tax invoices for payment of the port dues on the monthly basis, while the ships sailing on international routes shall be given such invoices for each call/departure. 
10. A company providing ship agency services at the port shall enter into agreement on the procedure of payment of port dues with the Port Authority pursuant to the draft prepared by the Port Authority.

11. An owner or manager of the vessel sailing within the Klaipėda Seaport waters, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, and exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania and not using services of the ship agency companies shall enter into agreement on the procedure of payment of port dues with the Port Authority pursuant to the draft prepared by the Port Authority.

12. An owner or manager of the vessel sailing on international routes and not using services of the ship agency companies shall pay all the agreed port dues prior to the departure from the Port.

13. Port dues, except for the passenger dues and the tonnage dues of Ro-Ro vessels and vessels carrying only containers, shall be calculated as follows:

13.1. for seagoing vessels – based on gross tonnage (GT) stated in the ship’s declaration or intermediate ship’s declaration.  In the events of reduction of the port dues rates (rebates) provided in these Regulations, the vessel’s maximum draught in metres (till summer water line – T) and vessel’s deadweight (DWT) shall also be used;  
13.2. for inland waters vessels registered with the Inland Waters Shipping Register  – based on the tonnage (GT) indicated in the vessel’s ticket.  If the vessel’s tonnage (GT) is not specified in the vessel’s ticket, port dues shall be based solely on the maximum length in metres (L) specified in the vessel’s ticket. 

    
13.3. wording approved by Order No.3-409, dated 3 September, 2009 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 6 September, 2009) (Official Gazette, 2009, No. 106-4445) 

     for cruise ships - based on gross tonnage (GT). When calculating vessel, navigation, berth, sanitary and port waters dues for a cruise vessel over 50000 GT, maximum applicable basis shall be 50000 GT.
14. In the event of failure to duly pay the port dues and penalties, the Harbour Master shall be entitled to deny permission for departure of the vessel from the Port until the time such port dues have been duly paid or guarantees of performance of the said obligations have been given in the manner provided by the laws of the Republic of Lithuania.
15. In case of failure to pay the port dues in the established procedure and due time on the part of the ship owner, manager, agent or other authorised person, the ship owner, manager, agent or other authorised person shall be held liable for such failure in the procedure set forth by the laws of the Republic of Lithuania.
16. Port dues shall be calculated in Litas.  Should the ship’s owner, manager, agent or other authorised person pay in Euros or US dollars, the due amount shall be respectively calculated as per official exchange rate between Euro and Litas or US dollar and Litas fixed by the Bank of Lithuania as on the day of invoice.
17. For the purpose of calculating port dues, a part of a day shall be considered as a full day starting from the first hour of stay at the port (when a vessel stays at the port for 25 hours it is considered that such vessel is staying for 2 days), a part of an hour is considered as a full hour from 31st minute (when a vessel stays at the port for 31 minutes it is considered that such vessel is staying for 1 hour).  This provision shall not apply to the vessels referred to in clause 31 hereof. 

18. Upon substitution of a liner vessel with another vessel due to repairs or increased cargo volumes (for the period not longer than one month and subject to prior notice to the Port Authority), the calls of the substituted vessel and her substitute during a calendar year shall be summed.

19. If rebates provided for in these Regulations should be applied to the port dues rates in more than one instance, every rebate shall be calculated in order of sequence given in these Regulations (applied to the computed total of dues with previous rebate subtracted).
20. Calendar year in these Regulations stands for the period, which begins on the 1st of January and ends on the 31st of December.
III. Vessel Dues

21. The following vessel dues rates shall apply as per for each call to the Port (for use of the Port in case of inland waters vessels):
21.1. cruise ship – 0.4 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.2. liner vessel:

21.2.1. liner cargo vessel – 2.0 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.2.2. liner passenger ferry (ro-pax) – 0.23 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.2.3. liner passenger ferry (ro-pax) or liner cargo ship (ro-ro), operating on the line and calling to the Port at least two times per week – 0.15 Litas per GT unit;
21.2.4. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
liner passenger ferry (ro-pax) operating on the line and calling to the Port at least two times per week – 0.15 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);
21.3. tanker which can carry segregated ballast in the tanks specially designated for this purpose, if designed and built with installed equipment and used as segregated ballast tanker, including double hull or alternative design tankers, and comply with the requirements of the International Convention on Tonnage Measurement of Ships (1969) and have the International Tonnage Certificate – 1.6 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.4. tramp vessel – 2.00 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);
21.5. tramp vessel, tugboat and fishing vessel with GT less than 1000 units – 0.4 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.6. vessel sailing within the waters of the Republic of Lithuania or exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania in the Baltic Sea (except for tugboats sailing outside the harbour basin waters):
21.6.1. seagoing vessel, inland waterways passenger vessel carrying freight and passengers according to the public schedule within the harbour waters – 3.2 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

21.6.2. inland waters barge, floating crane, pontoon – 3.00 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

21.6.3. other inland waterways vessel – 6.7 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

21.6.4. inland waterways vessel, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 20 Litas per one linear metre (L) (yearly);
21.7. inland waters vessel sailing on international routes:

21.7.1. inland waters barge, floating crane, pontoon – 0.25 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.7.2. other inland waterways vessel – 0.55 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.7.3. inland waterways vessel, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 1.7 Litas per one linear metre (L) (as per each call to the Port);

21.8. vessel with GT more than 1000 units calling at the Port for other than stevedoring operations, i.e., for replenishment of stock, replacement of crew, shelter from storm, dismantling or repairs – 0.8 Litas for GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

21.9. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
tramp cargo ship (ro-ro), tramp passenger ferry (ro-pax) and tramp vessel carrying containers  – 1 Litas per GT unit;
21.10. wording approved by Order No. 3-241, dated 26 April, 2011 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 29 April, 2011) (Official Gazette, 2011, No. 49-2406) 


   car carrier – 0.5 Litas per GT unit. 
22. For a vessel’s stay in the Port due to dismantling, repairs or other reasons exceeding one month, extended vessel dues shall be charged for each following month:
22.1. vessel berthed, intended for repair or dismantling – 0.32 Litas per GT unit;
22.2. tramp vessel, tugboat and fishing vessel with GT less than 1000 units – 0.4 Litas per GT unit;

22.3. other vessel except the ones referred to under 22.1 and 22.2 hereinabove – 0.8 Litas per GT unit.

23. Rebate on vessel dues shall be applied:
23.1. in respect of cruise ship:

23.1.1. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)

 
for the second to third calls in a calendar year – 20 percent;    

23.1.2. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
from the fourth call in a calendar year – 50 percent;
23.2. in respect of liners:

23.2.1. for the ninth to twenty seventh calls in a calendar year – 25 percent;

23.2.2. from the twenty eighth call in a calendar year – 50 percent;

23.3. in respect of a vessel always carrying cargo constituting regular uniform cargo flow and  tramp vessel:

23.3.1. for the fourteenth to twenty eighth calls in a calendar year – 10 percent;

23.3.2. from the twenty ninth call in a calendar year – 20 percent;

23.4. in respect of a vessel returning from sea trials and after departure from port during storm – 80 percent;

23.5. Vessels, which due to the insufficient maximum water depth at the Port, cannot take full cargo at the Port shall be granted a rebate on vessel dues calculated according to the formula (T – Tm) / T x 100 %, where Tm is a maximum allowed draught in the Port, T - a maximum vessel’s draught till summer waterline.

24. If the rate of the port dues is reduced in accordance with 23.2 hereof, the provisions of 23.3 of these Regulations shall not apply. 
IV. Navigation Dues

25. The following navigation dues shall be paid for calling at the Port:

25.1. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
tramp cargo ship (ro-ro), tramp passenger ferry (ro-pax), tramp container ship, cruise ship, ship to be berthed for construction, repairs or dismantling – 0.2 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);
25.2. liner vessel:

25.2.1. liner cargo vessel – 0.4 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

25.2.2. liner passenger ferry (ro-pax) – 0.08 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

25.2.3. liner Ro-Ro cargo vessel and liner vessel carrying only containers – 0.15 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

25.2.4. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
liner passenger ferry (ro-pax) or cargo ship (ro-ro), operating on the line and calling to the Port at least two times per week – 0.05 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);
25.3. tramp vessel – 0.4 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

25.4. tramp vessel, tugboat and fishing vessel with GT less than 1000 units – 0.2 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

25.5. vessel sailing within the waters of the Republic of Lithuania or exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania in the Baltic Sea (except for tugboats sailing outside the harbour basin waters):

25.5.1. seagoing vessel, inland waterways passenger vessel carrying freight and passengers according to the public schedule within the harbour waters – 0.55 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

25.5.2. inland waterways vessel – 0.55 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

25.5.3. inland waterways vessel, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 1.7 Litas per one linear metre (L) (yearly);

25.6. inland waters vessel sailing on international routes:

25.6.1. inland waterways vessel – 0.55 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

25.6.2. inland waterways vessel, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 1.7 Litas per one linear metre (L) (as per each call to the Port);

25.7. wording approved by Order No. 3-241, dated 26 April, 2011 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 29 April, 2011) (Official Gazette, 2011, No. 49-2406) 

car carrier – 0,15 Litas per GT unit. 
26. Following rebate shall be applied to navigation dues:

26.1. in respect of cruise ship:

26.1.1. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
for the second to third calls in a calendar year – 20 percent;

26.1.2. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
from the fourth call in a calendar year – 50 percent;
26.2. in respect of liners:

26.2.1. for the ninth to twenty seventh calls in a calendar year – 25 percent;

26.2.2. from the twenty eighth call in a calendar year – 50 percent;

26.3. in respect of a vessel always carrying cargo constituting regular uniform cargo flow and  tramp vessel:

26.3.1. for the fourteenth to twenty eighth calls in a calendar year – 10 percent;

26.3.2. from the twenty ninth call in a calendar year – 20 percent;

27. If the rate of the port dues is reduced in accordance with 26.2 hereof, the provisions of 26.3 of these Regulations shall not apply. 

IV. Berth Dues

28. The following berth dues shall be paid for the vessel’s berthing:
28.1. for berthing of a vessel carrying out cargo handling operations
28.1.1. cargo liner, tramp vessel and fishing vessel – 0.4 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

28.1.2. liner ro-pax passenger ferry, liner Ro-Ro cargo vessel and liner vessel carrying only containers – 0.25 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

28.1.3. liner ro-pax passenger ferry, liner Ro-Ro cargo vessel operating on lines ships sailing on which call at the Port at least two times per week – 0.1 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);

28.1.4. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
tramp cargo ship (ro-ro), tramp passenger ferry (ro-pax) and  tramp container ship  – 0,3 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port);
28.1.5. wording approved by Order No. 3-241, dated 26 April, 2011 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 29 April, 2011) (Official Gazette, 2011, No. 49-2406) 


   car carrier - 0,15 Litas per GT unit (as per each call to the Port).
28.2. for berthing without carrying out cargo handling operations (with permission of the Port Authority) in respect of the following vessels:
28.2.1. cruise ship – 0.04 Litas per GT unit (as per one day);
28.2.2. liner ro-pax passenger ferry, liner Ro-Ro cargo vessel and liner vessel carrying only containers – 0.04 Litas per GT unit (as per one day);

28.2.3. tramp vessel, tugboat and fishing vessel – 0.05 Litas per GT unit (as per one day);

28.2.4. tramp vessel, tugboat and fishing vessel with GT less than 1000 units – 0.03 Litas per GT unit (as per one day);

28.2.5. vessel berthed for repair or dismantling– 0.024 Litas per GT unit (as per one day);

28.3. vessel sailing within the waters of the Republic of Lithuania or exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania in the Baltic Sea (except for tugboats sailing outside the harbour basin waters):

28.3.1. seagoing vessel, inland waterways passenger vessel carrying freight and passengers according to the public schedule within the harbour waters – 0.015 Litas per GT unit (daily);

28.3.2. inland waterways vessel – 0.03 Litas per GT unit (daily);

28.3.3. inland waterways vessel, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 0.04 Litas per one linear metre (L) (daily).

29. On completion of cargo handling operations or termination thereof without resumption, the first 4 hours are not charged, but if a vessel through the ship operator’s fault stays alongside a berth for longer than 4 hours after completion of cargo handling operations, then charge shall be levied in accordance with the provisions of 28.2 hereof. 
30. Rebate on berth dues shall be applied as follows:

30.1. when a vessel is moored:

30.1.1. alongside another vessel as the second in the row or when it is moored by stern – 50 percent;

30.1.2. when a vessel is moored alongside another vessel as the third and further in the row – 65 percent.
30.2. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
in respect of a cruise ship:

30.2.1. for the second to third calls in a calendar year – 20 percent;
30.2.2. from the fourth call in a calendar year – 50 percent
31. In respect of the vessels sailing within the Klaipėda Seaport waters, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, and exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania (except for tugboats sailing outside the harbour basin waters), the berth dues shall be calculated based on the actual time of berthing (on the basis of hours converted to days: the actual number of hours of a vessel’s berthing in the current month shall be summed and recalculated into days by dividing the resulting total sum of hours by 24 hours). 

VI. Tonnage Dues

32. The following tonnage dues shall be paid for vessel’s call at the port for cargo handling operations:

32.1. for a tanker carrying oil and oil products – 1.5 Litas per GT unit (for loading or unloading);
32.2. for cargo vessel with GT:

32.2.1. under 3500 units – 1.5 Litas per GT unit (for loading or unloading);
32.2.2. 3501 and more – 2.2 Litas per GT unit (for loading or unloading);
32.3. for a vehicle loaded onto / unloaded from Ro-Ro / ro-pax vessel:
32.3.1. for passenger car (not more than 12 seats including driver’s seat) – 12 Litas per unit;

32.3.2. for a vehicle (more than 12 seats including driver’s seat) – 20 Litas per unit;

32.3.3. for any freight vehicle, roll trailer and container (with or without cargo) on carrier in ro-ro operations and for railcars with cargo – 20 Litas per unit;
32.3.4. for any freight vehicle without cargo – 7 Litas per unit (for roll trailers without cargo, which are a part of a vessel’s cargo handling equipment and property of a vessel, tonnage dues shall not be charged);

32.4. for container loaded / unloaded by crane, calculating based on equivalent of 20 feet container (hereinafter – TEU):

32.4.1. with cargo – 20 Litas per TEU;

32.4.2. without cargo – 7 Litas per TEU.
33. Rebate on tonnage dues shall be applied as follows:
33.1. in respect of vessels referred to in 32.1 and 32.2 hereinabove:

33.1.1. if a vessel is loaded or unloaded under 80 percent of the vessel’s DWT – 20 percent;

33.1.2. if a vessel is loaded or unloaded under 40 percent of the vessel’s DWT – 40 percent;

33.2. when loading the cargoes referred to in 32.4 hereinabove:
33.2.1. containers with cargo which amount exceeds 800 TEU as per vessel – 50 percent;

33.2.2. containers without cargo which amount exceeds 800 TEU as per vessel – 50 percent.

33.3. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
quantity of handled cargo (if during ro-ro operations less than 75 cargo ro-ro units  referred to in art. 32.3.3. hereinabove  are loaded (unloaded)  as per one vessel – 50 percent.
34. For the purpose of calculation of the rates of tonnage dues in respect of the vessels referred to in 32.1 and 32.2 hereinabove, which are loaded and unloaded in the port of Klaipėda, the tonnage dues shall be counted individually for loading and loading operations following the procedure set forth in clauses 32 and 33 of these Regulations. 

VII. Sanitary Dues

35. Sanitary dues shall be paid for the vessel’s stay at the port as follows:

35.1. up to 10 days inclusive – 0.25 Litas per GT unit;

35.2. from the 11th day for each following day – 0.025 Litas per GT unit;
35.3. vessels calling at the Port for repairs only shall be charged sanitary dues as per clauses 35.1 and 35.2 hereinabove, but not more than 1000 Litas. All the operational pollutants of such vessel shall be delivered to the ship repair and shipbuilding yards as per their tariffs;
35.4. each liner (ro-pax / ro-ro), which calls at the Port not less than 2 times a week, shall pay sanitary dues amounting to 0.072 Litas per GT unit (as per each call at the Port);

35.4.1. rebate on sanitary dues in respect of a liner (ro-pax / ro-ro), which calls at the Port not less than 2 times a week, shall be applied as from the ninth call within the calendar year – 25 percent;

35.4.2. rebate on sanitary dues in respect of a liner (ro-pax / ro-ro), which calls at the Port not less than 2 times a week, shall be applied as from the twenty eighth call within the calendar year – by 35 percent;
35.5. in respect of vessels sailing within the waters of the Republic of Lithuania and the exceptional economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania in the Baltic Sea:

35.5.1. seagoing vessel – 3.2 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

35.5.2. inland waters vessel – 3.2 Litas per GT unit (yearly);

35.5.3. inland waters vessel, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 9.6 Litas per one linear metre (L) (yearly).

35.6. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
rebate on sanitary dues in respect of a cruise ship shall be applied:

35.6.1. for the second to third calls in a calendar year – 20 percent;

35.6.2. from the fourth call in a calendar year – 50 percent.

36. Vessels, which have operational ship-generated waste processing system installed under international certificates (“Green Award”), and also apply other state-of-the-art systems for waste management whereby amount of generated waste is reduced and waste is recycled and sorted, shall be granted rebate on sanitary dues of 20 percent.  
37. Sanitary dues shall cover delivery of all kinds of operational pollutants (as referred to in MARPOL 73/78 Convention), which were generated from the last port of call till arrival at the Klaipeda State Seaport and during the stay in the port. Other operational and non-operational pollutants shall be delivered as per tariffs set by a company engaged in collection of pollutants.

VIII. PASSENGER DUES
38. Passenger dues amounting to 3.45 Litas shall be collected from passengers entered in the passenger list for each passenger embarking or disembarking a vessel, except for passengers under 7 years of age and passengers travelling by vessels only within the harbour of the Klaipeda port, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania.
IX. PORT WATERS DUES


39. The following port waters dues shall apply for the use of the harbour waters:


39.1. for each use of the harbour waters by a vessel from the reception buoy to the quay or backwards (except for the vessels referred to in 39.2 hereof) – 0.254 Litas per GT unit;


39.2. for each use of the harbour waters by a tanker carrying oil or oil products from the reception buoy to the quay or backwards – 0.241 Litas per GT unit;


39.3. for each use of the harbour waters when shifting a vessel, except for the vessels referred to in 39.4 and 39.5 hereof – 0.182 Litas per GT unit;

39.4. for each use of the harbour waters when shifting an inland waters vessel or non-propelled floating structure – 0.29 Litas per GT unit;

39.5. for each use of the harbour waters when shifting an inland waters vessel or non-propelled floating structure, which ticket does not specify the vessels’ tonnage (GT) – 1.00 Litas per one linear metre (L) (as per each pilotage/mooring at the port);
39.6. wording approved by Order No.3-155, dated 16 March, 2010 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania (entered into force since 19 March, 2010) (Official Gazette, 2010, No. 31-1477)
rebate on harbour dues in respect of a cruise ship shall be applied:

39.6.1. for the second to third calls in a calendar year – 20 percent;

39.6.2. from the fourth call in a calendar year – 50 percent
X. EXEMPTIONS TO APPLICATION OF PORT DUES


40. The following vessels shall be granted exemption from vessel, navigation, berth, tonnage, sanitary and passenger dues:

40.1. navy ships and State Border Control Service vessels of the Republic of Lithuania, vessels of the port police, and vessels performing functions ensuring safe navigation in the Port;


40.2. rescue and fire-fighting vessels registered in the Republic of Lithuania;

40.3. hydrographic, training, scientific research and environmental protection vessels  registered in the Republic of Lithuania; 


40.4. medical aid vessels performing their direct functions;


40.5. sport vessels registered in the Republic of Lithuania;


40.6. vessels employed by the Port Authority;


40.7. vessels operating under commission of the Port Authority and carrying out works related to the projects conducted by the Port Authority, if so provided under the work performance contract;

40.8. vessels, whose length is not more than 8 metres, registered in the Republic of Lithuania, and having registered a fixed-term departure with the Port Authority in accordance with the Klaipeda State Seaport Shipping Rules approved by Order No. 286 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania of 16 July 1998, and sailing only within the harbour of the Klaipeda port, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania.


41. Foreign naval ships shall be exempted from port dues in accordance with the Rules for arrival and stay of foreign ships with naval and state-owned status at the Klaipeda State Seaport, Rules for submission and approval of applications for berthing of Lithuanian naval vessels, and the List of the quays located within the commercial zone (outside military zone) of the Klaipeda State Seaport reserved for berthing and stay of the Lithuanian naval vessels on duty and foreign naval ships by priority right approved by 26 March 2006 Order No. 277 of the Government  of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 2006, No. 32-1134).

42. Exemption from port waters dues shall apply to vessels not subject to obligatory pilotage within the harbour waters and when such pilotage was not performed in compliance with the requirements of the Klaipeda State Seaport Shipping Rules approved by Order No. 286 of the Minister of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Lithuania of 16 July 1998.

43. Exemption from tonnage dues shall apply to vessels registered in the Republic of Lithuania, which carry cargo only within the harbour of the Klaipeda port, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania.


44. Following vessels shall be granted exemption from vessel, navigation, berth, tonnage, sanitary and passenger dues subject to decision of the Port Authority: 


44.1. vessels carrying in only non-commercial charity and aid goods addressed to recipients specified in the Law on Charity and Sponsorship of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 2000, No. 61-1818) and vessels carrying out only non-commercial charity and aid goods of the Republic of Lithuania;

44.2. foreign vessels calling at the Port for non-commercial purpose (visits on the occasion of holidays and festivals, visits for the purpose of cooperation, sightseeing, port development and making new contacts, etc.).


45. In the event when departure of a vessel is delayed by decision of the Harbour Master and no the manager of a vessel due to bad weather conditions, such vessel shall be exempted from berth dues for any extended berthing time until a vessel is given permission to depart following improvement of the weather conditions. 

46. Exemption from sanitary dues, subject to special decision of the Port Authority, shall apply to vessels registered in the Republic of Lithuania, sailing only within the harbour of the Klaipeda port, inland waterways of the Republic of Lithuania, territorial sea of the Republic of Lithuania, exclusive economic zone of the Republic of Lithuania, which shall deliver pollutants and garbage to a company providing pollutant and garbage collection services under a respective agreement made with such a company (copy of an agreement shall be produced to the Port Authority prior to making such decision granting exemption). 


47. The manager or owner of a liner providing regular transport services between the nominated ports of the Baltic and North seas and operating on an established route according to regular schedule may be exempted from sanitary dues subject to special decision of the Port Authority.  In such case, a vessel’s manager shall submit to the Port Authority an application on exemption from sanitary dues and documents (service agreements) proving that the vessels’ manager will ensure delivery, handling and disposal of waste on his own account.
