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CARGO HANDLING IN KLAIPĖDA PORT IN THE FIRST HALF OF 2010
In accordance to data as of 13 July, 2010 received from the database of Klaipėda State Seaport Ship information system, Klaipėda port handled 15,0 mln. tons of cargo in the first half of 2010, i.e. by 14,5 % more than in corresponding period of 2009.

Comparing the figures of cargo handling in Klaipėda port for the first half of 2010 with corresponding period of 2009,  growth in was reported in dray and bulk ( by +34,6 %) and also general cargo (+29,2 %) handling, while figures for liquid cargo decreased by -10,8 %.

Average monthly turnover of container units in the first half of 2010 was 23,6 thous. TEU, i.e. by 3,0 thous. TEU higher than in the corresponding period of 2009 (20,6 thous. TEU).

Growth was recorded in handling figures for consumer goods, transported by motor vehicles and in containers: turnover of container units (in terms of TEU) in January-June of this year increased by +14,0 % in comparison to the corresponding period of 2009 (123 783 TEU handled in January-June 2009, change +17 294 ). Handling of Ro-ro units increased by +28,9 % (104 846 units handled in January-June 2010, change +23 538 units).

Factors determining the growth in cargo turnover in the first half of 2010 

Klaipėda port is steadily regaining its leading position among Baltic ports. The first half of this year allows for optimistic forecasts:  the port recorded rapid growth in cargo and passenger flows, therefore record handling figures are expected by the end of the year.  In January-June of this year the handling figures in the port of Klaipėda increased by 14,5 %, in total 15,012 million tons of marine cargo was handled in this period.  Klaipėda continues to hold leading position outperforming the neighbouring ports of Riga and Ventspils – in January-June of this year, in terms of cargo turnover, Klaipėda port exceeded the handling figures of the aforesaid ports. Only the joint port of Tallinn and Saint-Petersburg showed better results than Klaipėda port (the turnover of Primorsk port is not taken into consideration as its terminal handles only crude oil from Russia, while other Baltic ports do not).
The principal cargo of Klaipėda port which make 80,6 % of the total cargo turnover at the port: oil products, fertilizers, ro-ro and containerized cargo.

The major factors determining changes in Klaipėda port cargo handling figures in January-June 2010 as compared with the corresponding period of the last year:
In total, 3,511 million tons of bulk fertilizers were handled in January-June 2010, change by +54,6% or by +1,24 million tons. The growth of that type of cargo resulted from recovered demand for bulk fertilizers in the market, undersigned new contracts on supply of fertilizers, and the advantages of Klaipėda port in terms of prices, service quality and infrastructure (completed dredging works in the navigation channel deepening it up to 14,0 m), in comparison to the other neigbouring ports. 
In the first half of 2010 the turnover of ro-ro and containerized cargo was rapidly increasing. In the first half of 2010, the handling figures for containerized cargo increased by 32,7 % or by +432,2 thous. tons, ro-ro cargo handling – by 36,8 % or by +550,9 thous. tons. Such a growth of this type of cargo flows  indicates increasing demand for consumer goods, thus leading to assumption that global consumption is growing and the economic recovery has started. Moreover,  increase in turnover of this type of cargo resulted from ambiguous situation in the period of January-June of this year due to the impact of the new Code of the Russia-Kazakhstan-Belarus Customs Union, dated 1 July 2010, on the car import from the USA. 
Increased demand and favourable weather conditions both in winter and summer resulted in growth of the turnover of timber and forestry products by 76,6 %. In total 308,6 thous. tons were handled in January-June of 2010, change +76,6 % or by 133,8 thous. tons.
The trend for decrease in turnover of oil products was reported in all ports of the Eastern Baltic. In January-June of this year the total turnover of oil products in Baltic ports decreased by -7,9 % or by 3,36 million tons, in total 37,61 million tons were handled. In the first half of this year Klaipėda port handled by -6,4 % less oil products than in the corresponding period in 2009, in total 4,389 million tons of oil products were handled (-301,5 thous. tons). 

Due to the chosen new logistic chain, the flow of ferroalloy handling (by most part from Kazakhstan) was directed to the port of Riga (30,0 thous. tons handled in January-June 2010, i.e. by -72,50 % or by 79,3 thous. tons less than in  January-June 2009), where the cargo is transported by containers instead of bulk transportation by sea. 

Handling figures of agricultural products dropped due to the decreased demand in the market (in total 737,5 thous. tons were handled in January-June 2010, change -11,0 % or by -91,4 thous. tons).

In the first half of 2010,  3 084 ships called at Klaipėda port, i.e. by -5,9 % less than in corresponding period of 2009 (3 570). Increase in cargo turnover and decrease in number of ships show that the ships are used more efficiently. In the first half of this year Klaipėda port accommodated less ships, but the ships themselves were bigger in terms of tonnage. 
The number of cruise ships has changed slightly. In the six months of this year 23 cruise ships called at Klaipėda port, i.e. by 1 ship more than in the first half of 2009 (22 ships),  with 16,1 thous. passengers (by +8,6 % more than last year). In total 141,5 thousand passengers were serviced in the port in January - June 2010, i.e. by +18,3 % more than in the first half of  2009 (119,5 thous.).

CARGO HANDLING IN EASTERN BALTIC PORTS

In the first half year of 2010 the nine major ports of the Eastern Baltic (Primorsk terminal, Saint Petersburg, Klaipėda, Ventspils, Tallinn, Riga, Kaliningrad, Būtingė and Liepaja) in total handled 6,7 % more cargo than in corresponding period of 2009 (see table 6).

In January – June of this year the total increase in cargo flows in the ports of Russia in the Eastern Baltic region (Sankt-Petersburg, Primorsk terminal, Kaliningrad, Ust-Luga) amounted to 8,9 % or 6,35 mln. tons, and in the Baltic ports of the EU countries (Tallinn, Riga, Ventspils, Liepaja, Klaipėda and Būtingė) –  to 4,3 % or 2,7 mln. tons.
